MCA Pony Express 2018, National Mustang Show
Lincoln, Nebraska, July 13, 14 & 15, 2018
The Capitol City Ford & Mustang Club has been working long and hard to create another enjoyable fun Ford experience for you and your family at the MCA Pony Express 2018, National Mustang & All Ford Show. 

 It creates the opportunity for you to show your car to thousands of enthusiasts. Those who entered the judged classes will have their cars judged by MCA Certified and Gold Card Judges, and compete for a trophy.  Participants and spectators alike will get to view some of the best Mustang and Ford special interest vehicles in the world. Pre-registered participants will be entitled to two free tickets to tour the Smith Collection Racing Museum, the Friday evening meal, and the Saturday evening Meet & Greet at the Railyard. 
Saturday morning you can go a block south of the show site to enjoy the Haymarket Farmers Market with fresh produce, crafts, food, beverages, and live music, all at no charge. And, the Haymarket area adjacent to the show site has a wide selection of bars, micro-breweries, restaurants, ice cream shops, craft stores, art galleries and gift shops.  There is even Licorice International, featuring licorice from around the world, and the From Nebraska Gift Shop featuring foods, wines crafts and gifts, all made in Nebraska.  Just north of the show site is the Breslow Ice Skating Arena where you and the kids can cool off and get some exercise at the same time. And of course, there are museums and movie theaters and hotels all within walking distance of the show site.  The Lincoln Convention and Visitors Bureau will include an activities guide book in your goody bag.
FREE ADMISSION FOR SPECTATORS to view some of the best Mustang & Ford Motor Company brands of show cars.  Tell all of your friends and relatives to come.  

PRE-REGISTRANTS WILL RECEIVE 2 FREE TICKETS (an $80 value) for the Friday Evening Meal; the tour of the Speedway Motors Smith Collection Racing Museum (best in the USA); and the Saturday evening Meet & Greet at the Railyard. 

Registration has closed for the judged show classes.

Registration remains open until July 6th for: Ford Special Interest ($25) Ford Motor Company powered vehicles other than a Mustang; and Display Only Mustang ($25).  For these two classes Mustang Club of America Membership is Not required and there will be no judging or trophies. (Note: These two classes only can register at the show but you will not receive the free tickets unless you pre-register.)

MCA REQUIREMENTS: MCA requires that all registered vehicles must have a fire extinguisher visible to the Classification and Registration officials upon entering the show grounds. (Fire extinguishers will be available to purchase if you forget to bring one.)  MCA also requires that all show vehicles must be Ford powered, i.e. have a FOMOCO brand engine.
Judged Mustang Classification and Registration Check-in Hours are Friday 8 am to 5 pm, and Saturday 8 am to 10 am (MCA requires this to end promptly at 10 am to allow ample time for judging).  All judged Mustangs will be parked by class, in a section designated only for Mustangs in that class.  
MCA REQUIREMENT: JUDGED MUSTANGS MUST NOT BE ALLOWED TO START OR LEAVE BEFORE 5:00 PM ON SATURDAY WITHOUT THE HOST CLUB OFFICIALS PERMISSION AFTER CONSULTATION WITH THE NATIONAL HEAD JUDGE.  All judged Mustangs must be back on the show field Sunday by 9AM or possibly be disqualified.

Show Hours: Friday & Saturday, 8 am to 5 pm; Sunday 8 am to 4 pm (the end of the awards ceremony).  Security will be provided on the show grounds Thursday, Friday, and Saturday nights.

Parking:  All judged Mustangs will be parked by class, in a section designated only for Mustangs in that class.  This will help the judging process to be completed more quickly and efficiently.  This will be a very large show with 300 judged Mustangs and hundreds of non-judged vehicles, so it is important that the judges can find the cars in their class very quickly.  If the judging is completed on time Saturday, then the awards ceremony can start on time Sunday and we will all be happier. 

1968 Mustangs that pre-register (whether judged or not) can choose to park in the special 50 year Mustang area where they will each receive a special 50 year award whether they are registered as a judged Mustang or as a display only Mustang.  The 1968 Mustangs in the special 50 year Mustang area will not be allowed to move until the end of the show hours each day.
All Ford Special Interest and Display Only Mustangs will be parked together in one designated area where they will be allowed to come and go at any time during show hours.  

Having the cars parked by class or category also improves the show experience for everyone who is looking at and comparing the cars.  For example, if someone wants to see a certain type or year of Mustang, they will appreciate having them all parked in the same area.

We will apologize in advance to any group of participants who may have wanted to park together.  And, we thank you for making that sacrifice to make the show more efficient and enjoyable for a lot of other people.

Judging will be conducted by MCA Certified and Gold Card Judges Saturday from 12 noon to 5 pm. Thank you to all of the judges who will travel to the show and sacrifice their entire afternoon working to judge the cars so others can enjoy having their Mustang judged.

Commemorative Event T-Shirts: To be assured of getting Commemorative 2018 MCA National Mustang Show T-Shirts, they must be pre-ordered with your pre-registration on MotoSho.  Pre-ordered T-Shirt prices are $20 for small, medium, large and extra-large; and $22 for XX-large.  The pre-ordered T-Shirts will be given to you at check-in.  There may be a small number of T-Shirts available for sale at the event, but they may be a higher price and there is no guarantee that there will be any left. So, pre-order yours.  
Show Hours: Friday & Saturday, 8 am to 5 pm; Sunday 8 am to 4 pm (the end of the awards ceremony).  
Friday Evening:  The Friday Evening Meal and the Smith Collection Racing Museum Tour will be an opportunity meet fellow participants and establish friendships that will last throughout the weekend and beyond.  Two free tickets will be included in your pre-registration (an $80 value).  Tickets will be either for meal 5-7pm and tour 7-9pm; or tour 5-7pm and meal 7-9pm.
Friday evening activities will be held at Speedway Motors, 340 Victory Lane and the meal will be at the Fire Fighters Hall (nice, comfortable, air-conditioned, reception facility) across the street south of the Speedway Motors south parking lot.  This is approximately a one mile drive to the west of the show grounds. Directions will be provided in your event booklet.  If not driving your car, ask a fellow participant to give you a ride.

Farmers Market Saturday Morning: The Haymarket Farmers Market will be held just a few blocks south of the show grounds on Saturday morning.  There will be an interesting variety of crafts, jewelry, food and music available for your enjoyment. You may want to check it out.

Saturday Evening: There will be a Meet and Greet at The Railyard on Saturday evening featuring a Ford presentation and information on our charity, The Dr. Tom and Nancy Osborne TeamMates Mentoring Program. There is no charge for the Meet and Greet, but you will need a ticket (provided to registrants at the registration desk) for admission to this event. Food and beverages will be available for purchase in the bars and restaurants surrounding the Railyard. This event is limited to show registrants only.
Awards Ceremony and Video Presentation: The specially produced MCA Pony Express 2018 National Mustang Show video presentation will start at 1:30 pm and the judged show awards ceremony will be held from 2 - 4 pm on Sunday afternoon, inside the Pinnacle Bank Arena (air conditioned, with very comfortable seats, and by then you will ready to sit and rest). The awards ceremony is open to the public so invite your friends and relatives to enjoy the ceremony and hopefully see you win.
Judged show winners will get to see a photo of their winning car on the Jumbo Tron in the Arena when their award is announced – bring your camera!

Dr. Tom Osborne, multiple National Champion football coach, former US Congressman, and co-founder of the TeamMates Mentoring Program, will speak to us about the program.  The Teammates Mentoring Program is the charity for the event. Dr. Tom will also present the special TeamMates award trophy.
Special Commemorative Trophies for Judged Entry winners:  The trophies for the Judged Entry winners have been custom designed in etched crystal glass by a member of the Capitol City Ford & Mustang Club.  There will be approximately300 of these special trophies awarded, so your chances of winning one as a Judged Entry participant are very good.  Very special thanks go to the Midwest Ford Dealers for sponsoring all of the judged entry trophies.
Conclusion of the Event will be at the end of the awards ceremony at approximately 4 pm Sunday.
